REPORT -AMBEDKAR JAYANTHI CELEBRATION

The Centre For Constitutional Studies of Mar Gregorios College Of Law,

Trivandrum, conducted a webinar session on "ROLE OF AMBEDKAR IN

TRANSFORMING INDIAN LEGAL SYSTEM" on April 13, 2022, to mark the 131st

birth anniversary of Dr.B.R Ambedkar. The resource person for the webinar was Prof. V.

Vijayakumar.

Prof. V. Vijayakumar is an education administrator. He was a professor at

the National Law School of India University. He is also serving as the president of the

CLAT Consortium. He is the former vice-chancellor of Dr. Ambedkar Law University,

Chennai, between July 29, 2010, and July 28, 2013. He is a member of the Academic

Council of National Law University, Delhi. Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar fondly

remembered as the Father of the Constitution of India played a crucial role in shaping the

vibrant democratic structure that India prides itself upon. His birthday is celebrated as

Ambedkar Jayanti or Bhim Jayanti on April 14 every year. The day is also

commemorated as Equality Day across the country.

The webinar witnessed participation from students of all batches, faculty

members, and the director of the college. The resource person initially addressed the

topic by mentioning the critical role played by Dr.B R Ambedkar in the development and

transformation of India's legal system, particularly in the drafting of the Indian

Constitution. Ambedkar was the chairman of the Constituent Assembly, which was

responsible for drafting the Indian Constitution. He played a central role in the drafting

process and is credited with making significant contributions to India's legal and

constitutional framework. In addition to his work on the Indian Constitution,

Ambedkar also played a crucial role in reforming India's legal system. He was a

strong advocate for the codification of India's laws and worked to modernize and

streamline the legal system. He was instrumental in passing the Hindu Code Bill, which

reformed Hindu personal law and granted women greater rights and protections. Overall,

the resource person discussed Ambedkar's contributions to the development and

transformation of India's legal system.



Finally, the discussion was routed to a question, and answer session wherein

questions were asked, and the questions were extensively deliberated upon. The resource

person also offered his thanks to all participants in this webinar.
