As part of the Government's initiative programme "MAZHAVIL," an awareness campaign on

transgender rights and their testimonials was conducted on February 13th, 2024. The event

was organized by the Centre for Criminal Justice, Cyber Law and Cyber Forensics in

association with IQAC and the Department of Social Justice, Government of Kerala.

The distinguished speakers included experts

in transgender rights advocacy and members of the transgender community. They shared their

insights, experiences, and challenges faced by the transgender community in Kerala.

The programme began with an overview of transgender rights, highlighting the legal

frameworks and policies in place to protect the rights of transgender individuals. Participants

gained insights into the importance of inclusive education and the role educational

institutions play in promoting diversity and equality. Transgender individuals shared their

personal stories, shedding light on the discrimination, stigma, and obstacles they encounter

on a daily basis. Their testimonials served as powerful narratives, fostering empathy and

understanding among the audience. The event featured interactive sessions where participants

had the opportunity to engage with speakers, ask questions, and discuss ways to promote

inclusivity and support for the transgender community within educational institutions. It was

a very enthusiastic and interesting discussion session and students of First Semester BA,

Third Semester BA and First year LLM students, Director of the College and Faculty

members attended the programme.
